Every participant will be rewarded. No fee is required to participate in this project. 

Each entry must be submitted digitally by the parent or teacher to: art21@creativefoundation.org 

                   or school project may be arranged for pickup by Creative Foundation staff/volunteer.  

Original artworks will be returned to school not later than February 2022. 

Submission deadline is Thursday, October 21, 2021.  

Date of reward presentation: 10th December 2021. 

Age 13-18 category: first will receive a $500 cash prize and award plaque; second place $150 and third 

place $100 cash prize.  

Age 9-12year category: first will receive a $350 cash prize and award plaque; second place $100, and 

the third place will receive $75 cash prize. All participants will receive certificates and souvenirs. 

Selected artworks will be displayed on the Creative Foundation’s website. 

Instructions 

a. Art created should be on one of: ‘My Community’, ‘Stop Discrimination or topic of your choice. 

b. Submission is on or before Thursday, October 21, 2021.  

c. A student may submit only one entry.  

d. Submitted artwork must be the original creation of the participant; not copied from another artist. 

e. After the result in December, juror will provide written review only to participant that requests through 

the teacher or parent.  
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f. Participations are allowed only from children attending public or private schools or homeschooling. 

g. Entries must be a horizontal or vertical format and in any coloured medium or media.  

h. Size of work is minimum (8 1/2" X 11”) to a maximum of 20” x 24”. Entries must not be framed.  

i. The entry may be created on paper or on canvas.  

j. Judges will be looking at: visual impact, original concept, and artistic merit. 

k. The student's name, school, grade, and age should be clearly written on the entry form and attached 

to the back (not on the front) of the artwork.  

l. The emailed image of the artwork and the completed entry form must not be larger than 2.8MB. 

m. The teacher’s or guardian’s signature on the entry form acknowledges that the work is the original 

work of the child and an acceptance of the rules of the project. 

n. Families of the board and volunteers of the Creative Foundation or relatives of the judges are not 

eligible to participate in the project.
